History:

* As part of the Base Realignment and Closure
Commission's decision of 1993, Naval Air Station
Dallas was relocated to the previous site of Carswell
Air Force Base, Fort Worth, Texas. The new base is
named NAS Fort Worth, Joint Reserve Base (JRB) at
Carswell Field.

NAS JRB Fort Worth originated in 1941 as Tarrant
Field Airdrome. The airdrome became Fort Worth
Army Air Field on January 2, 1942, following the
attack on Pearl Harbor. The airfield was renamed
Carswell Air Force Base in 1948, to honor Fort
Worth native Major Horace S. Carswell, Jr. Carswell
Air Force Base was one of the first Strategic Air
Command bases and was also the site for filming the
James Stewart classic " Strategic Air Command.”

Under the 1991 Base Realignment and Closure
(BRAC '91) Commission, Carswell Air Force Base
closed on September 30, 1993. SAC had
disestablished in 1992, concluding 46 years at
Carswell. On October 1, 1993, the 301st Fighter
Wing assumed base responsibilities establishing
Carswell asan Air Reserve Base.

Under BRAC '93, a new concept of joint reserve
operations was born. Naval Air Station, Dallas and
its tenants along with units from Naval Air Station
Glenview and Memphis were relocated to Carswell
Field.

On October 1, 1994, the Navy established itself asthe
host command, renaming the 1,805 acre base Naval
Air Station Joint Reserve Base, Fort Worth, also
retaining the name Carswell Field. Two U.S. Marine
Corps squadrons and a small contingent of Navy
personnel had permanently relocated at that time. All
moves were completed in late 1998.

Naval Air Station Joint Reserve Base, Fort Worth,
under the operational command of the Commander,
Naval Reserve Force, is ajoint defense facility which
plays a pivotal role in training and equipping air
crews and aviation ground support personnel. The
Navy Fort Worth "team" ensures reservists receive
quality training in preparation for mobilization
readiness; here to serve the reservists, tenants, and
surrounding communities while accomplishing its
primary purpose of defense readiness for America

NAS JRB Fort Worth is located 7 miles
North/Northwest of downtown Fort Worth, along
HWY 183. The Baseisstill listed by its former name
(Carswell Air Force Base) on many current road

maps.

NAS JRB Fort Worth's primary responsibility is to
train and equip air crews and aviation ground support
personnel in preparation for mobilization readiness.
The base operates on a Tuesday thru Saturday
schedule. During drill weekends, reservists receive
PRIORITY for billeting onboard NAS Ft. Worth.
Billetting is usually more available during the week
on a Space-A basis.

Personnel contemplating renting a home or an
apartment be aware that once you have moved here,
the government WILL NOT move you a second time
to a new location, unless you are moving into base
housing. Therefore,consider carefully the location
you wish to move to and any lease agreements you
may be required to sign. Be sure to check with the
HOUSING REFERRAL OFFICE before signing any
binding lease agreements. You will in all likelihood
be encouraged to have a RELETTING clause
included in your lease agreement.

IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT YOU ADD YOUR
NAME TO THE HOUSING WAITING LIST UPON
YOUR ARRIVAL AT NAS FORT WORTH.

Should you fail to add your name and LATER decide
you have a NEED to move into base housing, your
name will go on the list based on THE DATE Y OU
PLACE YOUR REQUEST. IT CANNOT BE
BACK-DATED TO YOUR ORIGINAL ARRIVAL
DATE.

If you
reside on base this will remain your base mail
address. If you move off base, you will be required to
forward your mail to your new address.

About FORT WORTH
HISTORY:

Despite its name, Fort Worth was never a fort. The
former camp was named after General William J.
Worth, who fought in the Mexican War. After initial
slow growth in the 1870's (due to problems with
expansion of the railroad system into the area), the
citizens rallied together to build the city into the
cultural and industrial center it istoday.

Fort Worth is the epitome of the the Texas
"Cowtown". Cattle are still an important industry,
and longhorn herds can occasionaly be glimpsed
from the road. Cowboys and cowgirls still mix with
suited business people downtown, and the Stockyards
areais, appropriately, the center of culture in the city,
flanked by numerous museums, artistic centers, and
theaters.

Money magazine ranked Fort Worth #1 on its 1998
list of the South's most livable places. Fort Worth
was ranked #9 on alist of metropolitan areas with 1
million or more in population and was the higest
rated city in Texas. Dalas was No. 10. Money
magazine noted that Fort Worth's cost of living,
including housing and utilities, and unemployment
rate are lower than the national average.

FORT WORTH---School districts come in two
general sizes in Fort Worth and outlying areas to the
South and West: large and extra-small.

Fort Worth is by far the biggest dog on the block,
with almost 76,000 studentsin its 111 schooals.

The rest of the nearby districts enroll between 1,700
and 7,100 students. The Crowley school district has
the largest enrollment of the group(outlying areas),
with about 7,700 students. Burleson is next, with
amost 6,000 students; followed by Azle, 5,590;
Eagle Mountain-Saginaw, 5,500; Everman, 3,290;
Castleberry, 3,150; Aledo, 2,175; and Lake Worth,
1,700.



The Burleson district spillsinto Johnson County, and
Aledo isin Parker County.

Choosing between the two general sizes of districts
depends on what parents and their children seek.

Fort Worth, like its large urban counterparts across
the country, has the area's most diverse student
population. The ethinic breakdown is 39 percent
Hispanic, 33 percent African American, 26 percent
Anglo and 2.5 percent "other," (such as American
Indian, East Indian and Asian).

On the opposite end is Aledo, with 96 percent Anglo,
3 percent Hispanic and 1 percent "other" student
body.

The poverty rate ranges from 8 percent in Aledo to
65 percent in Fort Worth (these are ranges of
fluctuation). Several area districts are in the 20
percent to 60 percent range.

In alarge urban district such as Fort Worth, "you get
a slice of reality you wouldn't get in suburban
schools," according to Gwen Schroth, assistant
professor of educational administration at Texas
A&M University-Commerce. In a small, suburban
school district, she said, "You're going to have a
picture of life that may not be true of rea life."

But the advantages of smaller districts, Schroth said
are numerous:

There is a higher incidence of parent involvment,
people relocate to these areas because of the school
systems. |n addition there is a higher rate of student
participation in school activities, such as dramatic
productions and sports, simply out of necessity.

Smaller districts will tend to be some what more
manageable administratively than will large districts.

Large school districts have been a major contributor
in the burgeoning of private schools throughout the
area.

Some educators still see urban schools as "America's
best bargain". Urban schools get more achievement
out of our kids than does any other kind of school
system, public or private. because they are forced to
work harder and develop programs to face and
overcome challenges that other school systems have
managed to temporarily avoid or permanently
postpone.
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Several studies on large vs. small districts yield
mixed results:

Scores on state achievement tests tend to be higher
among the smaller districts, but some research
suggests that large schools are better than smaller
schools at teaching higher-order thinking skills.

In addition, a study published in the Educational
Evaluation and Policy Analysis journal in 1988 found
that students in low socioeconomic area schools
performed better in small schools, while students in
more affluent communities fared better in large
schools.

Proponents of large school districts argue that they
can provide a broader curriculum to a wider range of
students than can smaller districts. That proves true
when comparing Fort Worth's school district to
outlying districts: Fort Worth offers several Magnet
programs at the elementary and secondary levels, as
well as Montessori programs and a large range of
college advanced placement courses from math and
English to art.

Fort Worth and other area school districts offer some
of the same amenities such as special education
facilities and bilingual programs, but the availability
of Internet access and advanced placement courses
varieswidely among the districts.

On the other hand, urban schools generally have
greater teacher absenteeism and more discipline and
safety problems than their suburban counterparts, one
report found.

Many problems usually associated with urban
districts, such as the proliferation of gangs, have
begun to manifest themselves in some suburban
districts, according to Schroth, a former administrator
for the Greenville school district who witnessed such
hinderances seeping in from Dallas. The overall
picture is reflective of social changes across the
nation.

Private Schools

Fort Worth has several private and parochial schools.
Admission standards vary with each school, but most
require a combination of testing, one on one
kindergarten evaluations, recommendations from
teachers, and report cards or current transcripts.
There are often waiting lists, it is important to check
on enrollment procedures as early as possible.
